We live in one of the wealthiest nations in one of the
most prosperous times in the history of the world.

We can
satiate our hunger quickly by popping food in a mi-
crowave or hitting a drive-thru on the way home
from work. Need water? Turn on the tap. There’s no
need to go to the well.

Good thing for Samaritan woman that she didn’t live
in our time, or she might have missed her chance
for redemption.

Samaritans are
considered “less than” and not worthy of interac-
tion. But he goes even further. When she says the
Messiah is coming, Jesus reveals himself to her: I
am he, the one who is speaking with you.””

With Jesus, no one is outside the
fold—not even Samaritans—and no one is beyond
redemption—not even the gravest sinner.

As his disciples, we
are called to live with heaven in mind, and we are
also called to bring as many people as we can with
us!
